1. Door Preparation

Route the door as shown in the
routing diagram.

35mm BACKSET ROUTING IS 33.0mm FROM FACE
40mm BACKSET ROUTING IS 38.0mm FROM FACE
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2.Fixing Lock

» Place the lock assembly into the stile

« Fix the lock onto the stile using the two
8g x 7.5 screws

3. Fixing Furniture and Cylinder
o Insert the drive bar (spindle) through the square drive hole in the lock

« Place the furniture onto the drive bar. For security, ensure the interior handle is on the
inside of the house

« Place the cylinder through the cylinder hole

Fix cylinder using the M5 cylinder fixing screw as supplied

o Fix together the furniture using the two M4 furniture fixing screws. See screw selection
chart to determine correct screw length

Note: If fixing Palladium Xtra Furniture with daylatch snib and LockAlert, refer to separate
Palladium Xtra Furniture instructions enclosed.

4. Assembly of Shootbolt Rod Ends

Trim the lock rods to length allowing for:

o Athrow of 22mm
o Length of ‘D’ tip 44mm
« Engagement into lock racks of 11Tmm

a) Plastic Rod Ends

« Insert the steel pin into the plastic ‘D’ tip. The steel pin should be inserted from the
open end rather than the smaller drainage hole

« Insert the combined partinto the top of the shootbolt rod

« Crimp the shootbolt rod, by applying pressure on the shootbolt rod in line with the A
groove around the ‘D’ tip to ensure the two parts cannot be easily separated.
A tool is available for this purpose (P84042)

 Repeat steps 1-3 again for the bottom shootbolt rod
« Insert the rods from the top and bottom of the stile and screw into the lock

b) Stainless Steel Rod Ends

o Insert the supplied stainless steel ‘D’ tips into the top of the shootbolt rod U

« Crimp the shootbolt rod, by applying pressure on the shootbolt rods in line with the (-
groove around the ‘D’ tip shank to ensure the two parts cannot be easily separated.
A tool is available for this purpose (P84042)

« Repeat steps 1-3 again for the bottom shootbolt rod

o Insert the rods from the top and bottom of the stile and screw into the lock
